Handy Hints for Around the House 
Hang a Picture with Ease: Positioning a nail in the 
right spot on your wall for hanging a picture is tough—
and the last thing you want is an uneven hang, or worse, 
lots of useless holes in your wall. Try sticking double 
sided tape on the head of a thumbtack and place it  
directly under the picture's mounting bracket. Then hold 
the picture exactly where you want it hung and push on 
the top of the picture frame to make your mark with the 
thumbtack. This tiny pinhole is now your guide for placing 
the hanging nail. 
 
Remove Wallpaper Quickly and Inexpensively: 
Nobody likes to remove wallpaper, especially if it’s stuck 
particularly well to the wall. A great and inexpensive  
solution for this is mixing 2/3 parts of very hot water with 
1/3 part liquid fabric softener in a paint tray and applying 
several coats of the mixture with a paint roller. Let it soak 
for 10 minutes, then scrape the paper off your walls with 
a putty knife. 

Pour Paint Without the Mess: Pouring paint into  
another bucket or roller pan is almost always a messy 
endeavor. If you hold your paint stirrer across the  
opening of the can as you pour, the paint will run down 
the stirrer—not the side of the can.

ers Association of Greenville,  accepted 
donations at various drop-off points.  GBS 
Lumber, led by Lou Hutchings, provided 
trucks and volunteers to transport sup-
plies of water, food, toiletries, diapers, and 
much more to various Gulf Coast cities, 
from Jackson, MS, to Luling, LA.  Lou’s 
son, Dr. John J. Hutchings and his wife, 
Dr. Rebecca Meyers (married on October 
7 in a ceremony rerouted to Charleston)  
provided medical services to victims at St. 
Charles Parish Hospital near New Orleans.
• Hope Builders for Harvest Hope pre-
sented a check for $120,900 to the Harvest 
Hope Food Bank preceding the HBAGC 
21st Annual Parade of Homes on Septem-
ber 16.  The donation came at a time when 
Hurricanes Katrina and Rita and their 
effects made it difficult for the food bank 
to keep up with demand.  During this time 
the Food Bank also conducted a food and 
clothing drive specifically for hurricane 
victims.
Hope Builders was formed two years 
ago when 90 vendors and subcontractors 
donated their time and materials to build a 
home, constructed by McGuinn Construc-
tion Management, Inc., in the Parade of 
Homes.  The home was sold, earning more 
than $130,000 for Harvest Hope.  Last year, 
more than $42,000 was raised for the food 
bank when builders decided to simply 
donate money to the cause.
Wade McGuinn, founder and president 
of McGuinn Construction Management, 
Inc. and Custom Home Construction 
Management Systems, Inc., founded Hope 
Builders.  Approximately $275,000 has 
been donated by Hope Builders in the past 
three years.
•Builders Wholesale Carpet, Inc., rallied 
employees to donate to a payroll deduc-
tion for employees to contribute to the 
Red Cross, which will be matched by the 
company. They have also sent employees 
to the Gulf Coast region to assist with 
recovery efforts.
•The HBA of Greater Spartanburg 
partnered with Grady Moore of Moore 

Builders and has been taking food dona-
tions and cash donations to buy food 
for the Gulfport, MS area, delivering the 
donations personally to Gulfport. Three 
drop off points included the HBA office, 
the Contractor Yard, and Bi-State Build-
ing.  Grady arrived in Gulfport two days 
after the hurricane hit and was told to go 
to FEMA to let them know he was there 
to help. When he arrived in the FEMA 
offices, he was told to leave his contact 
information and they would contact him 
in two weeks. Instead, Grady created his 
own relief station, parking on the outskirts 
of town, and handed out the food. Many 
people broke into tears when given supplies.  
•The Hilton Head Area HBA Board con-
tributed $5,000 to the NAHB Relief Fund 
for the industry and continues to take 
contributions from members. 
•Stock Building Supply matched associ-
ate contributions dollar-for-dollar to the 
American Red Cross and has sent 20 man-
agement trainees to work in the affected 
region. These trainees, who will be paid by 
Stock during this time, have volunteered to 
work for 30 to 60 days on recovery efforts 
and will also assist Ferguson associates 
living in the area. 
•Hall Custom Homes is committing up to 
$20,000 in matching funds against the total 
amount given by friends of the company.  
In addition, Glen Hall and Mike Tighe 
have pledged another $20,000 towards 
matching fund donations.
• Lowe’s is matching contributions to 
the Red Cross up to a total of $1 million 
nationally.
• HBA of South Carolina will be taking 
checks to the Red Cross Office on a daily 
basis.  If you would like to funnel your 
contributions through the HBA, Checks 
should be made payable to the American 
Red Cross- Disaster Relief Fund (with 
Katrina Relief Fund in the memo) and sent 
to the attention of:
